• In the last Reauthorization in 2000, Congress 
asked for independent review of how care is 
delivered under Ryan White

• The Institutes of Medicine released the first of 
two reports last November, the second just last 
Thursday.
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• The first one, entitled “Measuring What Matters: 
Allocation, Planning and Quality Assessment for 
the Ryan White CARE Act,”

• HRSA, RWCA grantees and providers could still 
do much more to measure and improve quality 
of care.

• The current federal-state partnership for 
financing HIV care is heavily dependent on 
varying resources and priorities, producing an 
uneven and ineffective approach to managing 
the epidemic.

• The federal government, it said, should 
establish and fully fund a new entitlement 
program for the treatment of low-income 
individuals with HIV, with each individual entitled 
to a uniform, federally defined benefit package 
that reflects the standard of care for HIV/AIDS.
